1 Set the power switch of the Accuphase compo-
nent to OFF.

2 On the rear panel, loosen the two screws at the
top and bottom and remove the panel covering one
option slot (see Figure 1).

3 Insert the option board by sliding it into the top
and bottom guide rails of the slot (see Figure 2).
When the board touches the internal connector,
give it a slight push until the board is firmly seated.
(The board must be flush with the panel.)

4 Secure the board with the two screws at the top .
